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A Letter from the President

President Daniel C. Perry addresses the membership
at the Annual Meeting at the Whaling Museum Theatre.

Dear Members:

The past year has seen great changes
at WHALE, accompanied by new
and demanding challenges, but also
significant accomplishment.

It began with the challenge of
replacing Tony Souza, who acted as
our visionary executive director since
1996, who left a legacy of great
accomplishment, but formidable
shoes to fill. After a nationwide
search, we selected local talent, and
were pleased to hire Lisa Sughrue as
our fourth executive director.

In the fall, after a successful fund
raising effort, we began the restoration
of the 1762 Akin House in
Dartmouth, and have brought the
structural restoration to near
completion. We hope the next year
will bring an agreement with the Town
of Dartmouth, to whom we have
pledged to return the structure after

restoration, on a program for fruitful
reuse of the structure, and on an
interior restoration that will suitably
serve that program. We have
advocated over the past year for the
preservation of the 1740 Almy House
on Horseneck Road, whose owners
have applied for a permit for its
demolition. Unfortunately our efforts
to save this significant historic house
that is older than American and a
place where John James Audubon
slept were unsuccessful. We worked
diligently with the National Trust for
Historic Preservation, Dartmouth
and Westport Historical Commissions
and the Westport Historical Society
to try to find a viable alternative to
demolition. We were able to locate
Almy descendants that offered to buy
and restore the property.
Unfortunately and sadly for all of us
and our history, all our proposals were
rejected. The Almy House was
demolished on June 8, a loss for the
community that warrants some
reflection..

But the heart of our mission
remains in New Bedford, where we
had several significant
accomplishments. We are pleased
that through the efforts of many
persons, the Fairhaven Mills building
has survived a proposal to demolish
it to provide parking for a large box
store. We believe that it is a structure
not only of architectural merit, but
also of historical significance, because
of its association with Lewis Hine,
as movingly evidenced by the
exhibition of his photographs we co-
sponsored with mediumstudio at the
New Bedford Art Museum. We
applaud the undertaking by the Lang
administration that future proposals
for development of this site will

include historic preservation as a
criterion for evaluation.

But I am most excited about our
efforts to restore residential
neighborhoods in the downtown area.
We are nearly completed with the
construction of the Union Lofts
project that we undertook in a joint
venture with HallKeen Development,
bringing 35 residential units on the
upper floors of five faithfully restored
buildings in the heart of the
downtown area; 80% of those units
are now occupied. And our newest
initiative is a neighborhood
development program that we are
working to establish with the City and
area leaders, whereby we hope to
identify key vacant and/or dilapidated
houses of architectural value, and
restore them for residential use.

Fundraising is always a challenge
for not for profits, but the current
environment has been especially
difficult for WHALE. We have
particularly suffered from a cutback
in governmental funding; our support
from city and state funding has
dropped by some 80%. We are
working to replace those funds with
private support from foundations and
institutions, and | am pleased to
inform you that we have recently
received grants from the Henry H.
Crapo Charitable Foundation, the
Guild Family Foundation and the
Oliver S. and Jennie R. Donaldson
Trust. If we are going to continue
our work at the current level, we will
need increased support from our
membership and the community. |
ask for your continued help, and thank
all our members for their continued
loyalty and support.

WHALE and real estate investment
company HallKeen, LLC. joined forces
to tackle one of the largest restoration
and revitalization projectsin Downtown
New Bedford —the Union Street L ofts.
This complicated $11 million dollar
two-part project consisted of five
abandoned and underused buildingsin
Downtown New Bedford.

These five buildings are now home
to 35 residentia rental unitsand 16 new
and/or improved street level retail stores
(including live/work spaces specifically
designed for artists/craftsmen who want

to have studio/design space and a
residence al in one). Eighteen unitsare
affordable housing units, meaning that
tenants who occupy them must earn
less than 50% of the area’s median
income. The rents for the affordable
units range from $459/month-
$556/month for a one bedroom,
$503/month-607/month for atwo
bedroom unit, and $596/month for a
three bedroom. Rents for market rate
units range from $875/month to
$1300/month. Residents are responsible
for al utilities.

“Probably the most exciting and

remains agreat need to
create housing,
especially affordable housing in our
city and region. This project helps to
address that need.”

“This project isn't just about historic
preservation,” noted Sughrue. “It's
about neighborhood creation and
development, downtown revitalization,
economic development, community
development and affordable housing
all taking place with historic
preservation asthe catalyst. It isagreat
way to show the comprehensive impact
that saving our historic structures can
have on our community.”

Grants Awarded for Akin House Conservation

WHALE is pleased to announce that
it has received two grants for the
conservation of the Akin House.

The Henry H. Crapo Charirable
Foundation has awarded WHALE
$5,400to cover the costs of the shingles
for the house.

Ralph Guild of the Guild Family
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Foundation has awarded WHALE a
$7,000 grant to complete theexterior
work including window frame and sash
repair. This grant is a challenge grant
and WHALE will look to its members
and supporters to raise the funds at the
Revolutionary Restoration fundraiser
on July 9 to match this grant.

Work is scheduled to begin shortly.

John Caron
grew up in

He received a B.A. from Bates College
(1991) and a M.Ed. from the
University of Massachusetts, Amherst
(1996). He served as a volunteer with
the United States Peace Corps in
Poland from 1991 to 1993, and taught
for six years in Warsaw, from 1997 to
2003. John is currently an English
teacher at Dartmouth High School.

He sits on the Board of the New
Bedford Preservation Society and for
the past two summers has been a
walking tour guide at the Whaling
National Historical Park. John, his
wife, Agata, and baby Julia are the
proud owners of the 1822 William
Tallman Russell house on Russell
Street in New Bedford, a transitional
Federal to Greek Revival home which
was saved by WHALE in the late
1970's.

Diane
Gilbert, a
Dartmouth
resident, has
been
involved in a
variety of
volunteer
activities geared toward community
preservation for the past several years.
She has served on Dartmouth’s

Historical Commission, the
Community Preservation Committee,
and has been active in a variety of
grass roots projects in the area. Diane
is currently a member of the
Dartmouth Select Board and also
serves on Dartmouth’s Master Plan
project as a member of the Economic
Development sub-committee.

Diane’s regional affiliations include
serving on the Board of Directors
for Community Nurse and Hospice
Care, Inc.; volunteer of the New
Bedford Whaling Museum Research
Library; and guest curator of the New
Bedford Art Museum during 2006-
2007. She has been a volunteer and
member of the Waterfront Historic
Area League (WH.A.L.E) for a
number of years and serves on the
Akin House Committee. She is a
licensed Realtor and is a WHALE
certified Historic House Specialist.

the textile mills in 1911 and 1912. As
a result of Lewis Hine’s 10,000
unforgettable images taken across the
country, child labor laws were enacted
in 1916.

Peter DeWalt is the President of

Reynolds-
DeWalt
Printing,
founded in
1948, in the city
of New
Bedford. Both
he and his
Company are
proud to be

involved with
so many enthusiastic people
committed to the revival of the City,
and to provide support to nearly all
of the non-profit organizations in
New Bedford.

Peter lives in the historic Joseph
Taber building located in New
Bedford Whaling National Historic
Park, commonly referred to as Joe
Cataldo’s Boiler & Repair building,
or simply the “Vine” building, which
he restored in 2004-2005. It seems
fitting to now live in New Bedford
and to rejoin the WHALE board after
a nearly 20-year hiatus, helping to
sustain the rebirth that is now
blooming throughout the City.

Peter received a Sarah Delano
Award this year for his meticulous
and superb restoration of 90 Front
Street in the New Bedford Whaling
National Park. His efforts have created
a wonderful place to live in the heart
of the city.

J. Kevin
Pereira who served as Treasurer for
many years and Joseph Michaud,
Second Vice President & Clerk. Both
will be missed.

WHALE presented 12 Preservation
Awards at its Annual Meeting
recognizing individuals and
corporations for their outstanding
preservation and volunteer efforts.

The George C. Perkins
President’s Award is given yearly to
an individual or organization whose
contributions have made a positive
impact on the quality of life in Greater
New Bedford and beyond. George
C. Perkins is one of the founders of
WHALE and served as its first
president. Today, his vision sustains
us.

This year the George C. Perkins
President’s Award was presented to
Preservation MASS, the only
statewide non-profit historic
preservation organization in the
Commonwealth. Preservation MASS
was recognized for their tireless efforts
dedicated to preserving the
Commonwealth’s historic and cultural
heritage and for their advocacy of
threatened resources throughout the
Commonwealth through their Ten
Most Endangered Historic Resources
in Massachusetts Program. The 2005
placement of Fairhaven Mills #4 on
Preservation Mass’ endangered list
drew statewide and national attention
to one of New Bedford’s most
significant architectural and cultural
resources. Fairhaven Mills #4 was
threatened by demolition even though
it was historically significant because
of its ties with master photographer
Lewis Hine, who came to New
Bedford to document child labor in
our textile mills in 1911 -1912.

Preservation MA noted,
“In a city of mills,
Fairhaven Mills stands
apart, as a tangible link
to the very foundations
of the government and
the creation of laws that
shape the society we live
in today.” Upon
accepting the award,
Preservation Mass
President Jim Igoe
commended WHALE’s
preservation efforts. He
said, “You set the whole
pattern here for historic
preservation in Massachusetts.

The Carol Ann Juneau Volunteer
Award is given yearly in memory of
Carol Ann Juneau, WHALE'’s former
Membership Director, to an individual
or individuals who go above and
beyond the call of duty and who
donate invaluable products, services,
and expertise in order to further
WHALE’s mission and programs.
This year it was presented to Hannah
Haines. Haines generously volunteers

Since WHALE's last annual meeting
we have lost two extraordinary men
dedicated to our core mission and
instrumental in New Bedford’s
preservation efforts: George Perkins,
our first president and Richard C.
Wengraf, the city’s first Planner. Both
are sorely missed.

George C. Perkins died on October
22, 2005.
WHALE’s first
president was also
a distinguished
lawyer and product
of Harvard Law
School, an amateur historian and a
much loved husband, father and
grandfather. WHALE even owes its
name to him. He is credited with the
whimsical idea of using WHALE to
identify the small group of
preservationists determined to
preserve the best of New Bedford’s
heritage.

Richard Wengraf died in August
2005. Without his advocacy of historic
preservation at City Hall, WHALE
would not exist and the National Park
would have been lost before it was
born. Richard Wengraf worked quietly
with Steve and Sarah Delano and
George Perkins to organize WHALE
and insure that our heritage, history,
and what is today our national park
would survive.

We have
tackled many difficult and complex
projects - always with professionalism
and staunch determination to save
our history, heritage and character.

All of these
areas significantly and positively
impact our community, our region
and our future. And we do it all using
historic preservation as the catalyst
or mechanism.

WHALE will continue to make a
difference in our region through its
advocacy of historic preservation and
our constant vigilance to preserve and
cherish our historically and
architecturally significant buildings.
As you may already know, we lost a
significant piece of our history and
cultural landscape when the 266 yr
old Almy House on Horseneck Road
in Dartmouth was demolished. It was
truly a sad day for us and for our
history.

WHALE worked diligently with the
National Trust for Historic
Preservation - and, | can’t say enough
good things about Wendy Nicholas,
the Northeast Regional Director; the
Dartmouth and Westport Historical
Commissions and the Westport
Historical Society to try to find an
alternative to demolition. We
presented a number of viable
alternatives, including an offer to
purchase the house and the 2 acres it
sits on by an Almy descendant, but
all were rebuffed. This was a
particularly difficult situation because
we were not able to have direct
communication with the owners of
the property and had to communicate
everything through their attorney. It
remains, however, a good example of
the advocacy work that WHALE must
continue to do, no matter how difficult
it may be. We must continue to
advocate for properties, buildings,
and landscapes that are historically
significant because when they are
gone, they are gone forever! The Almy
House is no more, but I hope that
we can learn some important lessons
from it.

1. We must continue to protect our
history, heritage and character by
encouraging home owners of
historically significant and important
properties to put preservation
restrictions or easements on their
homes so future owners cannot
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demolish them. Without this, there is

no assurance that the places we love and
cherish in the community will be with us
even next year. We should also consider
creating more historic districts that will
protect our important places.

2. We need to talk about
strengthening demolition delay
ordinances so that they can be a
powerful tool in advocating for
historically significant properties.

3. We want to find a way to work
with local land conservation
organizations so that we can join them
in the discussions with land owners
so that both the land and the buildings
can be preserved in perpetuity.

The Almy House, sadly enough, is
gone forever, but we can and must
learn from it.

I am excited to tell you about a new
program that we are in the process
of developing. It is called the
Neighborhood Development
Program. This program is designed
to tackle blight and strengthen our
neighborhoods in New Bedford. It
will involve the acquiring, restoring
and selling of historically and
architecturally significant homes in
New Bedford.

This Neighborhood Development
Program is not just about restoring
old houses. We intend to look at a
neighborhood using a holistic
approach.. What does that mean?
Well, once we located a property we
want to restore and acquire it, we
want to invite all of the neighbors
together, the neighborhood
associations and all interested parties
together for a neighborhood charrette.
This will help us to determine what
the needs are for this neighborhood
and give us the information needed
to develop a neighborhood plan for
that neighborhood. This will help us
have an even greater impact on the
neighborhood.

I am pleased to tell you that Mayor
Lang has pledged his support of the
program and we are looking forward
to working with his administration
and the various departments to ensure
the successf of this project. Stay tuned
for more details.
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
